He collaborated mainly with Prof. J.P. Vigier, 
France; Prof. Bo Lehnert, Alfven Laboratory, Sweden; Prof. Menas Kafatos, 
George Mason University, Prof. Ralph Abraham, University of California and 
Prof. Rodolfo Llinas, New York University School of Medicine,NY,USA.
